YVEDDI Head Start  & NC Pre-K

In 22 classrooms in 15 sites across four counties, 
Head Start serves 385 children ages 3 to 5, pre-
paring them for kindergarten. Staff members also 
work with their families to promote self-sufficiency. 
Comprehensive services provided include child 
medical and dental services, individualized family 
services, and transportation, as feasible. 
   
YVEDDI Head Start prepares children for kinder-
garten by helping them to develop the skills they 
need to be successful upon entering the public 
school system. We also work with parents to make 
sure they are aware of what their children need to 
succeed when they transition to kindergarten. All of 
the Head Start facilities hold a five-star license 
from the N.C. Division of Child Development and 
Early Education, signifying them as offering the 
highest possible quality of child care in North Caro-
lina. 
  
We place intense focus on school readiness by 
involving teachers, the children and their families.  
Our educational program focuses on physical 
health, social and emotional development, literacy, 
mathematics, science, creative arts, language ex-
pression, social studies, logic and reasoning, and 
English language development. 

We work with the public school system and other 
entities to ensure that children with diagnosed dis-
abilities receive the necessary services to help 
them succeed . All services are free to families 
who meet Federal Poverty Index Guidelines.

Self-Sufficiency Program 
The Self-Sufficiency Program is designed to assist 
eligible and qualified individuals/families to over-
come poverty and become economically self-
sufficient. 
Our service model assists customer’s to obtain a 
higher education, gain employment in jobs paying 
a “living wage”, meet challenges related to trans-
portation and child care, and to empower them-
selves in the process of becoming self-reliant. 
 
Displaced Homemakers Program 
Displaced Homemakers are men or women who 
have worked in their own household and have pro-
vided unpaid household services. They must also 
be unable to secure employment due to lack of 
training, age, or experience or are unemployed or 
under-employed. 
This program is different from general job-training 
and search programs as it strives to assist efforts 
being made by men and women to achieve eco-
nomic self-sufficiency and emphasizes the identifi-
cation of careers that will provide long-term sup-
port and a realistic, suitable income for families.  
The primary focus of this program is to provide the 
participants with support services that will prepare 
them for a career.
