Prohibited

o lllegally carrying of a concealed weapon.

o Driving under the influence of alcohol or narcot-
ics.

o Possession of alcohol or illegal narcotics while
driving.

e Administering medication to client.

o Engaging in religious, sectarian, or political activ-
ity.

o Soliciting from clients (no financial transactions
except those relating to cost sharing).
Accepting any gift, favor, or thing of value
that may tend to influence the discharge of du-
ties.

Policies and Procedures for Moving Violations

All Volunteer Drivers must abide by N.C. Division of Aging Ser-
vice Standards Manual, Volume Ill, Section 7 requirements to
report moving violations (on or off duty) to YVEDDI.

Any violation that constitutes habitual recklessness or negligent
driving habits may be grounds for Driver termination or suspen-
sion.
